Thanks to the division for keeping us on your radar, Thanks to anyone who offered help in any way as we passed them on the street.  Thanks to our daycare families who have been so understanding, accommodating and supportive.  You are an amazing bunch and we are so lucky to have you as a part of our daycare family.  I want to personally thank my amazing staff who was very stressed out, but kept themselves professional and focused on the program to help the kids through this transition!  I may have lost my mind indefinitely if you weren’t keeping me from doing so!
